• Heritage Awards 

-Fair volunteer/under-paid vendor that has many years of experi-
ence with the fair and has been a huge part of the success of 
the fair. Minimum of 10 years associated with the fair. 

-Can be nominated by a Fair Board Director or fair volunteer. 

-Must nominate with a nomination form no later than September 1. 

• Volunteer of the Year (Adult and Youth): 

-Fair volunteer/under-paid vendor Adult (21 years & older), Youth 
(20 years & younger). 

-Fair volunteer/under-paid vendor that has volunteered at the fair 
that has demonstrated extraordinary stewardship at the fair in 
the current year or past years. 

-Can be an individual, group, 4-H club or organization.   

-Can be nominated by a Fair Board Director or fair volunteer 

-Must nominate with a nomination form no later than September 1. 

• Volunteer Emeritus 

-Fair volunteer/under-paid vendor is no longer a volunteer at the 
fair, but had a long-history of volunteering at the fair.  Volunteer 
must be at least 25 years of age. 

-The retired fair volunteer/under-paid vendor had demonstrated ex-
traordinary stewardship at the fair in the past years. 

-Can be an individual, group, 4-H club or organization.   

-Can be nominated by a Fair Board Director or fair volunteer 

-Must nominate with a nomination form no later than September 1. 

• Friend of the Fair 

-Individual/organization/business that has given generously and ex-
tensively of their time, resources, in-kind services to the fair. 

-Can be an adult (21 years old or older), or a youth (20 years old or 
younger). 

-Can be nominated by a Fair Board Director or fair volunteer 

-Must nominate with a nomination form no later than September 1.

The Michigan 4-H State Awards Program is open to 4-H members who are 13-
19 years old with three or more years of  
4-H experience. To qualify for the award, 4-H’ers must submit a written applica-
tion that showcases the learning experiences, knowledge and skills they’ve ac-
quired through their participation in 4-H, as well as their contributions to their 
local 4-H programs, clubs and communities. Submissions are reviewed by the 
Michigan 4-H State Awards selection committee. All applicants receive written 
feedback from selection committees. 
 
In addition to a plaque, each 4-H State Award winner in the senior division re-
ceived a $300 cash award, junior winners received $100 cash awards, and 
achievement award winner received $500. These awards are made possible by 
generous donations to the Michigan 4-H Foundation.
