Unique Features:

The Historical Village, which includes the Murphy/Ryan
Farmhouse (1872), Lynn Township School (1885), C.C.
Peck Bank (1908), the Mudge Log Cabin (1863) and
the Columbus Bible Church (1860) are tributes to St.
Clair County’s rich history.

The St. Clair County Farm Museum represents over

150 years of farming in the county. The museum is
housed in the historic barns of the St. Clair County Poor
Farm/Medical Centre (1873-1993).

The Butterfly Garden provides the perfect place for some
quiet reflection, while providing a colorful habitat for
caterpillars and butterflies.

The BMX track allows members to compete on a
challenging and exciting race course.
