Now available on the &4 transit’ mopijle Application

PORT HURON, MI - AUGUST 7, 2024 - Blue Water Area Transit (BWATC) Fixed Routes are now
available on the &8 transit” mopile app. BWATC passengers who utilize the Fixed Route system may

use the free transit’ opp to plan their trips and track buses in real-time. The app gives customers
more independence, allowing them to see exactly where their bus is and estimates when their bus
will reach their location. The app can also alert riders on when to leave to catch a bus and when

fixed-route buses are experiencing service interruptions.

Blue Water Transit General Manager, Dave McElroy, said, “We are very excited that our passengers
now have access to the information this app provides. Not knowing if you missed the bus is
certainly stressful, and by utilizing the information this app provides, riders will have the
information they need to make travel decisions. We hope it saves riders time and alleviates stress

across the system.”

About Blue Water Area Transit

Blue Water Area Transit continues the proud tradition of innovation that was started more
than a century and a half ago by William Pitt Edison. The older brother of world-renowned
inventor Thomas Alva Edison started a horse-pulled trolley service in 1866. After that, he

switched to horse-pulled streetcars guided by rails along several local routes.

Port Huron became one of the nation’s first communities to operate electrified trolleys in
1886 and then motor coaches in the late 1930s. After an eight-year hiatus ended in 1976,
Blue Water Area Transit became the area’s first publicly funded bus service. Since then,

BWAT buses have carried more than 34 million rider trips.

Six days a week (Monday thru Saturday), BWAT provides ADA-compliant, ramp-equipped
bus service. BWAT buses travel in 45-minute intervals along seven fixed routes in Port
Huron and Fort Gratiot. Also, BWAT operates commuter service along an [-94 express route
and an M-29 local route with stops in the cities of Marysville, St. Clair, Marine City,
Algonac, Anchorville, and the townships of Clay and Ira. BWAT also provides dial-a-ride
service in the townships of Burtchville, Port Huron, and Fort Gratiot as well as the city of

Marysville.

BWAT started producing its own compressed natural gas in 1996 and ranked as Michigan’s
largest producer of the alternative fuel. The transit agency ran the state’s largest fleet of
natural gas-fueled buses for more than 20 years. It operates four public CNG fueling
stations. Additionally, in 2021, BWAT became the first public transit agency in Michigan to

operate 100% battery electric transit buses in its transportation fleet.

To the Federal-Aid Committees and MDOT,

The fiscal year (FY) 2026 through 2029 FAC funding targets are attached. Use these targets when
programming projects for the FY 2026-FY 2029 TIP.

Each page in the attached file contains the funding target information for one fiscal year. Please note
the following:

1.

FY 2026 targets are unchanged from the most recent FY 2026 version 9A targets, except for
new Macomb County TEDF Category C targets, which have been updated to reflect MDOT’s
recent assessment of urban county populations as they relate to the TEDF Category C
program.

Every ten years, at mid-decade, sufficiently detailed population data from the most recent U.S.
Census become available to determine the population in FACs and in the urbanized areas.
SEMCOG determines most of the amount of federal-aid each FAC will receive based on that
FAC's share of each urbanized area’s population. Starting with FY 2027, STBG and STBG-Flex*
amounts allocated reflect the update to the 2020 Census data.

These targets do not contain any carry forward amounts for the TEDF Category C program,
only annual allocation estimates (i.e., new funding).

These targets do not include Rural funding for counties in RTF-1. It is our understanding that
we will receive final RTF-1 numbers shortly. When this occurs, we will issue these targets to

you.

How to Read the Attached FY2026-FY2029 Targets



The targets for each fiscal year are presented as a series of tables, one for each major funding
source: STBG Urban (TMA and Small MPQ), STBG Urban Flex (TMA and Small MPO), which contain
both “regular” St-Flex funding and STP-Flex funding received in return for National Highway
Performance Program (NHPP) funding, which is now used by the state; STBG Rural for Urban
Counties; and STBG-Flex for Urban Counties and TEDF Category C funds, which are the TEDF
Category C program’s federally-funded and state-funded components, respectively. Each urbanized
area has its own row in the table. For funding sources directly apportioned by the state to the urban
counties, each county has its own row in the table. The Template, Template Boundary, and FinSys
(financial system) code needed to program the funds in JobNet are in the first three columns of each
table. These are in the same order as they appear in JobNet when creating a new project’s budget in
the JobNet Phase page.

To the right of the Template, Template Boundary, and FinSys Code columns, each FAC has its own
column. If your FAC receives a funding target from the funding shown in the table, a dollar amount
will be in the cell; if not, the cell will be blank. Read down your FAC's column to determine the total
of your funding targets. Note that the STBG Urban and STBG Flex tables also have a total of the
STBG Urban and STBG Flex funding that has been allocated to your FAC. Be careful not to double-
count funding estimates by including the totals with the targets in these two tables.

ARTICLE |: ESTABLISHMENT

The Federal Government, under authority of Title 23 U.S.C. 134 and Title 49 U.S.C. Subsection 1603 (a),
1604 (g) (1), 1607 requires that each metropolitan area, as a condition to the receipt of Federal Highway
and Transit funds, have a continuing cooperative and comprehensive transportation planning process. The
Southeast Michigan Council of Governments (SEMCOG), legally organized as a multi-purpose regional
planning agency under Michigan Public Act 281 of 1945 as amended, has transportation planning
responsibilities as the designated Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) under Section 134 of Title 23
U.S.C. and Title 49 U.S.C., Subsection 1603, 1605 and 1607.

The St. Clair County Transportation Study (SCCOTS) was established as a sub-regional study in response
to Section 134 of Title 23, U.S.C. and organized under P.A. 200 of Michigan (1957) to carry out the urban
transportation planning process for St. Clair County. The actions, programs, and products of SCCOTS are
developed and refined through a committee process:

A. The St. Clair County Metropolitan Planning Commission serves as the Policy Committee (the final
decision making authority) for SCCOTS, and operates under its own set of bylaws;

B. The SCCOTS Advisory Committee makes recommendations to the MPC on SCCOTS actions,
programs, and products; and its subcommittee;

C. the SCCOTS Technical Subcommittee makes recommendations on technical issues to the
Advisory Committee when directed by the Chair of the Advisory Committee, they meet as needed.

ARTICLE Il; PURPOSE

The primary role of the Advisory Committee is to enhance the development of a coordinated transportation
system in St. Clair County. This directive is accomplished through a transportation planning process in
which representatives from all levels of government, public agencies, civic groups, and the general public
are encouraged to participate.

ARTICLE lll; COMMITTEE RESPONSIBILITIES

The Advisory Committee is responsible for the following tasks:

A. The preparation and management of the Transportation Improvement Program, an annual Unified
Work Program, and completion report for submission to SEMCOG for inclusion in the region’s
Unified Work Program; and, with the assistance of SEMCOG, a Transportation Plan for St. Clair
County. Specific duties related to these responsibilities are listed in Section 1 (b) of the
Memorandum of Understanding of Planning Responsibilities between SEMCOG and SCCOTS;
and

B. The completion of tasks listed in the SCCOTS annual Unified Work Program.
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ARTICLE IV: MEMBERSHIP

Membership in the SCCOTS Advisory Committee is open to the following:

The Federal Highway Administration (ex-officio).

ARTICLE V: OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

SCCOTS staff serves as Chair and Secretary for the Advisory Committee.

The Chair shall preside at all meetings and hearings of the committee and shall have the duties
normally conferred by parliamentary usage for such officers.

The Chair shall have the privilege of discussing all matters before the Advisory Committee.

The Chair shall have the authority to convene the Technical Subcommittee as necessary.

The Secretary shall keep minutes of meetings and other records, notify the membership of
meetings, and provide the agenda.

ARTICLE VI: MEETING SCHEDULE

A

Regular meetings shall be scheduled to take place once each month unless deemed unnecessary
by a majority of available members of the Advisory Committee.

B. Cancelation of Advisory Committee meetings shall be made by the Chair.
C.

When the regular meeting cycle falls on a holiday, the meeting shall be held on such other day as

determined by the Advisory Committee.

Special meetings may be called by the Chair. The Chair shall convene a special meeting when

requested by a majority of the members of the Advisory Committee.

Members of the Advisory Committee participating in a regular or special Advisory Committee

meeting by way of audio, video, or other means of teleconferencing shall be considered as present

for that meeting. Those at the meeting and the member(s) attending by remote means must be

able to see and/or hear one another ensuring the ability of all parties to participate in meeting

deliberations.

1. Members can meet virtually in accordance with the any approved extension/amendment/ruling
of the Open Meetings Act. (i.e. Public Act 254 of 2020)

2. Staff shall be notified as soon as possible if there is a special need for additional
teleconferencing/video support or equipment for the meeting.
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ARTICLE VII: VOTING

A. The Advisory Committee operates on a consensus basis of the majority of those members present,
reporting and recommending to the MPC as requested.

B. Voting shall be by voice vote, although a roll call vote may be requested by any member of the
Advisory Committee. A record of roll call votes is included in the Meeting Minutes.

C. All meetings at which official action is taken and all records and accounts of such meetings shall be
open to the general public.

ARTICLE VIII: ORDER OF BUSINESS

The order of business at regular meetings shall be:

ARTICLE |X: FUNDING

The member governing bodies, by resolution, may authorize the allocation of funds to meet the expenses
of the Advisory Committee.

ARTICLE X: HEARINGS

A. In addition to those required by law, the Advisory Committee may hold public hearings at its
discretion.

B. Notice of public hearings shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation or as required by
Ordinance and/or State Law.

ARTICLE XI: SCCOTS TECHNICAL SUBCOMMITTEE

A. The Technical Subcommittee makes recommendations on technical issues to the Advisory
Committee when directed by the Chair of the Advisory Committee.
B. The membership of the Technical Subcommittee:
1. One staff member from each of the ‘ACT 51’ agencies participating in the SCCOTS program
including, but not limited to:
a. Cities and villages;
b. The St. Clair County Road Commission;
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c. The Blue Water Area Transportation Commission.
2. One staff person from SEMCOG;
3. One staff person from MDOT, Statewide Planning.
C. SCCOTS staff serves as the Chair and Secretary of the Technical Subcommittee.
D. Voting
1. The Technical Subcommittee shall operate on a consensus basis of the majority of those
members present, reporting and recommending to the Advisory Committee as requested.
2. Voting shall be by voice vote, although a roll call vote may be requested by any member of the
Technical Subcommittee. A record of roll call votes is included in the Meeting Minutes.

E. TIP Development
1. The Technical Subcommittee shall work amongst the members to develop
the TIP on behalf of SCCOTS Area by using an approved “Project
Prioritzation Process”

ARTICLE XII: BYLAWS - ADOPTION AND AMENDMENTS

A. These bylaws must be approved by the Metropolitan Planning Commission, based upon the
recommendation of the Advisory Committee, following which they will take immediate effect on the
Advisory Committee.

B. These bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the entire membership of the Metropolitan
Planning Commission, based upon the recommendation of the Advisory Committee.

ARTICLE XIII; FUNDING MANAGEMENT

The SCCOTS Committee Members will follow the Formula Funding rules and requirements set by Federal
Highway Administration and Michigan Department of Transportation as described in the Southeast
Michigan Council of Governments Memorandum of Understanding.

ARTICLE XIV: PARLIAMENTARY PRACTICE

For the Meetings of the SCCOTS Advisory Committee and Technical Subcommittee, the rules of
parlimentary practice as dictated by “Robert’s Rules of Order” shall govern in all cases that they are not
inconsisnent with the standing rules and orders of the Advisory Committee and Technical Subcommittee,
and not contrary to State Law or County Ordinance.
