SUBJECT:  Increased Frequency of SEMCOG’s General Program Account (GPA)
Amendment Periods from Three to Five Each Year

Background

GPAs are accounts in the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) that allows projects under
$10M to be grouped by eligible work type. SEMCOG uses GPAs extensively, because qualified
projects programmed under them can be added, removed, or changed administratively by
SEMCOG staff, instead of through the TIP amendment process, which can take several months.

How GPAs Function

GPAs have a target funding amount by eligible work type which is set at a baseline amount of
programming at the time of initial approval of a new TIP. As new projects are added, the total of
projects in the GPA increases. Increases from 100.01% to 124.99% of the baseline amount can
be processed administratively by SEMCOG staff. Increases of 125.00% or more over the
baseline amount require SEMCOG to submit an amendment request to FHWA to increase the
GPA’s baseline funding level. Once the amendiment request is approved, the approved amount
becomes the GPA’s new baseline, and the cycle begins again.

Why SEMCOG is Increasing the Frequency of GPA amendments

SEMCOG currently has three GPA amendments per year, coinciding with its three TIP project
amendment periods, The number of projects programmed under a GPA can increase rapidly over
a short period of time, If the GPA contains projects whose funding totals 125.00% or more of the
current baseline amount, and this occurs between TIP project amendment periods, it may be
months before the next opportunity to adjust the GPA. Meanwhile, projects added to the GPA after
the 125.00% threshold is reached cannot be submitted for obligation. This can have a severe
negative impact on the timely implementation of federal-aid projects at both the Local and State
levels. All of the projects within the GPA have funding allocations, but in order to move forward
the GPA needs to be reset.

Change Details

SEMCOG will continue to have three GPA amendment periods coinciding with the three TIP
project amendment periods. There will also be two additional GPA amendment periods, timed to
coincide with the TCC and Executive meeting dates in February and September, .

Currently, the list of GPAs to be amended is posted, concurrently with the TIP project amendment
list, on the SEMCOG TIP webpage for 30 days of public review and comment.



Increased Frequency SEMCOG’s General Program Account (GPA) Amendment Periods from

Three to Five Each Year

SEMCOG will post the list of GPAs to be amended for 30 days of public review and comment,

then submit the GPA amendment request(s) to FHWA in JobNet, FHWA will also be sent, via
email, a copy of the public review notice and any public comments received.

Benefits of Change

Five GPA amendment periods, instead of three, will substantially reduce the chances of a GPA
“locking up” for a long period of time. This will allow projects in the approved TIP that are
programmed under GPAs to be obligated with as little delay as possible, and also reduce the
possibility that a project cannot be obligated in the fiscal year programmed because obligation
authority for that fiscal year ran out while the project was “stuck” in the GPA waiting for approval
of a GPA amendment, Overall, this will increase the efficiency and effectiveness of the federal-
aid highway and transit programs within SEMCOG, which is the metropolitan planning
organization (MPO) in Michigan with the largest number of residents and the greatest number of
lane-miles of federal-aid eligible road.
